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1 QUANTIFICADORES

1.1 Quantificadores

Quantificadores sao palavras usadas para expressar a quantidade de algo.

She’s got a lot of things to do. = Ela tem muitas coisas para fazer.
There aren’t many people outside. = Ndo hd muitas pessoas ld fora.
Few students arrived late. = Poucos alunos chegaram tarde.

| don’t have much time now. = Eu ndo tenho muito tempo agora.
They have little patience. = Eles tém pouca paciéncia.

Os quantificadores, em inglés, sao usados de acordo com o tipo de substantivo
(contavel ou incontavel).

MUCH ( muito, muita) e LITTLE ( pouco, pouca) sdo usados com substantivos
incontaveis.

* much money, much love, little water, little time.

* We don’t have much money. = Nés ndo temos muito dinheiro.

* There is little water in the tank. = Hd pouca dgua no tanque.

* Do you have much work to do? = Vocé tem muito trabalho para fazer?

MANY ( muitos, muitas) e FEW ( poucos, poucas) sao usados com substantivos
contaveis.
* many friends, many books, few doctors, few oranges.
* Does he have many friends? = Ele tem muitos amigos?
* There are few doctors in the hospital. = Hd poucos médicos no hospital.
* | have many things to do. = Eu tenho muitas coisas para fazer.
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A LOT OF e a LOTS OF ( muito, muitos, muita, muitas) sao usados com
substantivos contdveis ou incontaveis.

* | have alot of / lots of patience. = Eu tenho muita paciéncia.

* She has a lot of / lots of friends. = Ela tem muitos amigos.

Preferencialmente usamos A LOT OF ou LOTS OF ao invés de MUCH em frases
afirmativas ( substantivos incontaveis).
* | have alot of work to do. = Eu tenho muito trabalho para fazer.
* Ao invés de: | have much work to do.

1.2 Fewere less

Em comparagdes, usa-se FEWER (menos) e LESS (menos).

FEWER é usado com substantivos contaveis.
| have fewer friends than they do. = Eu tenho menos amigos que eles.

LESS é usado com substantivos incontaveis.
| have less time than you do. = Eu tenho menos tempo que vocé.

1.3 Few, a few, little e a little

There is little water in the pitcher. = Hd pouca dgua na jarra.

There is a little water in the pitcher. = Hd um pouco de dgua na jarra.
He has few friends. = Ele tem poucos amigos.

He has a few friends. = Ele tem alguns amigos.
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* ALITTLE e A FEW = SOME

1.4 Some

SOME pode ser usado com substantivos contdveis ou incontaveis.

Usa-se SOME (algum, alguma, alguns, algumas) em frases afirmativas.

e There are some books here. = Hd alguns livros aqui.
e | need some time. = Eu preciso de (algum) tempo.

SOME é usado em frases interrogativas apenas quando se trata de uma oferta ou
pedido ou quando se espera uma resposta afirmativa.

e Would you like some coffee? = Vocé aceita café?
e Have you lost some money? = Vocé perdeu dinheiro?

1.5 Any

ANY pode ser usado com substantivos contaveis ou incontaveis.
Usa-se ANY ( algum, alguns, alguma, algumas, nenhum, nenhuma, qualquer) em
negativas e interrogativas.
* There aren’t any books here. = Ndo hda nenhum livro aqui.
* Are there any books here? = Hd algum livro aqui?

 ANY é usado em afirmativas quando:

* Aparece ap6éso IF:
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* If you have any questions, ask me. Se vocé tiver alguma duvida, me
pergunte.

* Significa QUALQUER:
* Take any book you need. = Leve qualquer livro que vocé precisar.

* Existe palavra de sentido negativo na frase, como seldom, never, rarely,
without etc:
* He left without any money. = Ele saiu sem nenhum dinheiro.

1.6 No e None

Usa-se NO (nenhum, nenhuma) e NONE (nenhum, nenhuma) com verbos na forma
afirmativa para dar um sentido negativo a frase.

* | have no money. ( adjective) = Eu ndo tenho nenhum dinheiro.

* | have none either. ( pronoun) = Eu também néo tenho nenhum.

1.7 Al

Usa-se ALL (todo, todos, toda, todas, tudo) com:

Substantivos no plural

e |visited all (of) the museums in the city. = Eu visitei todos os museus da cidade.
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Substantivos incontaveis

e |spent all (of) my money. = Eu gastei todo meu dinheiro.

Preposi¢coes

e He knows all about art. = Ele sabe tudo sobre arte.

Quando ALL vier seguido de the, my, your, his etc. pode-se usar OF.

1.8 Each

EACH ( cada um, cada uma) refere-se a cada individuo / coisa. E usado com:

* Substantivos contaveis no singular

* Each student (dois ou mais) has to pass the test. = Cada aluno tem que
passar na prova.

* She wears three earrings in each ear. = Ela usa trés brincos em cada orelha.

* EACH OF THE + plural
* Each of the children likes pizza. = Cada uma das criangas gosta de pizza.

* Quando EACH vier seguido de the, my, your, his etc. usa-se OF.

1.9 Hardly any

HARDLY ANY ( quase nenhum, quase nenhuma) é usado com:

e Substantivos incontaveis:

1.10 Both / Both...and

BOTH e BOTH...AND ( ambos, tanto...quanto)

e Both cars are expensive. = Ambos os carros séo caros.
e They both like pizza. = Os dois gostam de pizza.
e Both Fred and Paulo have motorbikes. = Tanto Fred quanto Paulo tém motos.

1.11 Either / Either...or

EITHER / EITHER...OR ( um dos dois, um ou outro, também)

e Which book do you want? Either is fine. = Qual livro vocé qualquer? Um ou outro
estd bom.

e We can go either by bus or by car. = Nds podemos ir ou de énibus ou de carro.
e If you don’t go, | won’t go either. = Se vocé néo for, eu também néo vou.

1.12 Neither / Neither...nor

NEITHER/NEITHER...NOR ( nenhum, nem um nem outro, nem...nem, tampouco)
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e Which dress do you like? Neither is expensive. = Qual vestido vocé gosta?
Nenhum é caro.

e Neither Martin nor Peter passed the test. = Nem Martin nem Peter passaram na
prova.

e She doesn’t like tea and neither do |. = Ela ndo gosta de chd e nem eu.

1.13 Enough
ENOUGH (suficiente) pode ser utilizado como quantificador quando inserido antes
de qualquer substantivo (contdvel ou incontdvel), para indicar a quantidade necessaria.
Pode ser usado em afirmativas, negativas ou interrogativas.

e There is enough bread for lunch. = Hd pdo suficiente para o almocgo.

e Does she have enough money? = Ela tem dinheiro suficiente?

e | don’t have enough sugar to make a cake. = Eu ndo tenho acucar suficiente para
fazer um bolo.
